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As the City of Pensacola invests 
$25 million in the first phase of 
enhancements to make Hollice T. 
Williams Stormwater Park a 1.3-mile 
long signature park, equity is a priority. 

Hollice T. Williams Park is an important place in between the Eastside, Old 
East Hill, and North Hill neighborhoods. The Park is named after Hollice 
T. Williams, Sr., the first black man to be appointed to the Pensacola City 
Council and the first black man to become physical director of the YMCA.

The park was created on the land remaining under and around
